Costumes

Below is a guide for each part. 

Sun 

Yellow or orange top. If possible, you could attach paper “sun rays” to a headband or shoulders. 

Earth 

Blue or green top (or both). We will add extra details at school if needed. 

 

Autumn Roles 

Tree 

Brown, red, yellow or orange clothing. Paper leaves pinned or taped on would be lovely. 

Wind 

Blue, grey or white clothing. A scarf or ribbons to wave would be great. 

Hedgehog 

Brown or dark clothing. A simple paper headband with “spikes” is perfect. 

Squirrel 

Brown or grey clothing. Optional paper tail attached at the back. 

Farmer 

Checked shirt or plain top with trousers. A hat (straw style if you have one) would be ideal. 
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Winter Roles 

Snow Cloud 

Grey, white or light blue clothing. Cotton wool on a headband or top (optional). 

Snowflake 

White or pale blue clothing. We will provide a paper snowflake at school. 

Bear 

Brown, black or dark clothing. Optional paper ears on a headband. 

Robin 

Brown or dark top with a red patch on the front. 

Child in Winter Clothes 

Warm coat, hat, scarf and gloves (these can be brought in a named bag). 

 

Spring Roles 

Flower 

Bright coloured top (pink, purple, yellow, etc.). We will provide a paper flower headband. 

Bee 

Yellow and black clothing if possible (stripes are great but not essential). 

Chick 

Yellow or light clothing. We will provide a simple beak headband. 

Rain Cloud 

Grey or blue clothing. 

 

Summer Roles 

Sun Hat Child 

Summer clothes plus sunhat and sunglasses. 

Ice Cream 

Light or pastel coloured clothing. We will add an ice cream prop at school. 

Butterfly 

Bright colourful clothing. We will provide coloured wings. 

Summer Tree 

Green clothing. 

 

Important Notes 

• Please make sure all items are clearly named. 

• Children should still wear sensible shoes as they will be moving around. 

• Costumes should be comfortable and easy to put on over school clothes if needed. 

• Please send costumes into school in a named bag by: Friday 27th February
